Recent 
solo exhibitions include This Side, That Side, The Mistake Room, Guadalajara, Mexico (2016); They shot my dad, 
they shot my dad!, Artpace, San Antonio, TX (2015); and a retrospective at MoMA PS1, Long Island City, NY (2012). 
His work has been featured in group exhibitions in museums worldwide including the 2017 Whitney Biennale, 
Whitney Museum of American Art, New York, NY; Stedelijk Museum voor Actuele Kunst, Ghent, Belgium (2016); 
Astrup Fearnley Museet, Oslo, Norway (2016); Whitney Museum of American Art, New York, NY (2016); Hammer 
Museum at Art + Practice, Los Angeles, CA (2016); Camden Arts Centre, London, UK (2016); Studio Museum, 
Harlem, NY (2013); Carnegie International, Carnegie Museum of Art, Pittsburgh, PA (2013); Museum of 
Contemporary Art, Los Angeles, CA (2012); Los Angeles County Museum of Art, Los Angeles, CA (2011); and the 
Rubell Family Collection, Miami, FL (2011).
